Use felt pads on the base of vases or similar items to avoid scratcing

Avoid direct sunlight, as this will cause colour change.If the furniture is in direct sunlight,move items like
vases around to avoid spotting.

Don'’t place potted plants on timber or veneers unless it is water tight or in a tray.

Avoid supermarket polishes and waxes as many contain high levels of silicon and petroleum distillate

which can damage the surface.
Timber designed for indoor use should not be left outside.lIts finish is not designed for use outdoors.

- Tighten screw “A” once the adjustment has
been made.
